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LOCATION 
 
Brecon is a busy market town within the Brecon Beacons 
National Park and home to many local shops and national 
retailers.   
 
The town serves a large outlying rural catchment area.  The 
electoral ward of Brecon & Radnorshire had a population of 
66,880 in the 2001 Census and the town also benefits from a 
busy tourist trade.   
 
The property is in a town centre location (shown below) and 
prominently located as a result of recent road improvements as 
part of the Brecon Inner Relief Road.  The adjoining 
commercial properties include the George Hotel, Somerfields 
supermarket and various independent retailers.  Brecon’s High 
Street starts just to the south of the property. 
 

 
 
DESCRIPTION 
 
The property comprises a substantial town centre building of 
traditional masonry construction with rendered elevations 
under a slate roof.  The ground floor of the main building 
comprises a former retail unit that has been converted for 
residential use in conjunction with the upper floors.  There are 
three bedrooms on the first floor.   The main building has a gas 
fired central heating system. 
 
Outside there is an enclosed rear yard with steps leading up to 
a small garden area and also provides access to a brick 
outbuilding and rear coach house / studio.  Vehicular access to 
the coach house is also available off George Street to the rear. 
 
The property offers interesting scope for future redevelopment 
or reconfiguration.
