New life for Avondale site

Units following re-cladding at Avondale Business Park

The former Linpac Trading Estate in Cwmbran has been relaunched as Avondale
Business Park, following its acquisition by Wiltshire-based property company,
Silverton Investments. The company’s purchase has been followed by a £400,000
programme of capital investment to improve the quality of the property, including re-
cladding, fencing to create compounds, refurbishment of units internally and

upgrading services and landscaping.

The former Linpac Estate is on the site of the original Tin Plate Stamping Works and
is one of the oldest industrial sites in Cwmbran. The area is now home to a wide
range of companies ranging from car sales, IG Lintels and Doors, Autopia Car Sales

and various industrial and trade users.

Silverton’s purchase of the site in 2005 reflects the changed character of the area

and the opportunity to make improvements to create units suitable for letting.

Units have subsequently been subdivided and new fenced compounds created to
provide a variety of different sizes and types of accommodation available, including

up to 30,000 sq.ft suitable for warehousing or production.



The landlords upgrading works have already resulted in a number of lettings on the
estate, including MJR Welded Products, Pritchard Autos, Hydrex Plant and National
Car Parks.

Cardiff-based agents, Atisreal and independent property consultant, Stuart Hogg
have been appointed to market the site and continue to report strong interest in the

remaining units and compounds available.

Commenting on the business park the agents report:

“The refurbishment has really improved the appearance of the estate. Cwmbran has
always been a very buoyant market for industrial space and this has been reflected in
the encouraging start to marketing with the number of lettings already achieved in a
relatively short space of time. The larger units are now ready for occupation on
flexible terms and we are confident that we anticipate that the remaining

accommodation will be occupied very shortly”
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
